Researchers Develop Innovative
Model for Undergraduate Research

Internships

Qatar University Young Scientists Center
(QUYSC) Researchers Develop Innovative
Theoretical Model for Undergraduate
Research Internships

A team of researchers from Qatar University
YoungScientistCenter(QUYSC)hasdeveloped
and tested a novel model based on a new
theoretical framework for enhancing research
competencies and learning outcomes among
undergraduate students in STEM fields. This
model is grounded on the new research
learning theory named “Research Cognitive
Theory (RCT),” established by QUYSC under
the leadership of Prof Noora J. Al-Thani.
This pedagogical model called the Outcomes-
directed Research Internship Model (ODRIM),
is a first-of-its-kind model that is believed to
offer an impactful learning framework for
universities worldwide to tailor teaching
and learning experiences to bridge the gap
between classroom theory and practical
experience. It is grounded in the principles
of Research Cognitive Theory (RCT) and
integrates the concepts of Course-based
Undergraduate Research Experience (CURE)
and Outcomes-based Education (OBE) to offer
students a comprehensive and immersive

research experience.
The researchers empirically tested the
effectiveness of ODRIM; it significantly

improved students’ abilities in conducting
research, demonstrating technical

skills,

collaborating within teams, and disseminating
research outcomes. ODRIM yielded tangible
outcomes in the form of scholarly publications
in high-impact journals and conferences,
demonstrating the potential of this approach
to foster innovation and creativity among
undergraduate students.

The recent floods in Rio Grande do Sul, a state located in the southern region
of Brazil, have led to a devastating tragedy of enormous proportions. Heavy
rainfall caused widespread flooding, engulfing homes, businesses, and critical
infrastructure.

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ICAN 2024 was hosted virtually
on August 24t in Toronto, Canada

The 9" annual edition of the International
Invention Innovation Competition in Canada,
iCAN 2024 was held virtually in Toronto, Canada.
This was the 5" years in which the event was
held virtually. The competition progressed in
two stages: (1) The Preliminaries and (2) The
Finals.

The Preliminaries: The Preliminaries were
open for a six-month period (January 15 — July
15), during which applicants were required to
complete and submit their application forms
via email. This stage served as the initial phase
for applicants to qualify for the competition
and advance to the Finals. All applications
were thoroughly reviewed by the Organizing
Committee and Jury Members to verify the
legitimacy of the presented entries (including
inventions, innovative products, and scientific
research projects) and to ensure they met the
qualification criteria for the competition. Once
applications passed the initial review, the ideas
were evaluated based on written descriptions,
images, and/or other external links and media
sources.

The Organizing Committee and Jury reviewed
a total of 756 applications from 50 countries
and regions, qualifying 596 entries for the
Finals, of which 326 proceeded to compete.
The Jury examined the written descriptions
and visual data provided in the application
forms to nominate Gold, Silver, and Bronze
Medal winners, determining which entries
would proceed to the Finals.

Incomplete  applications or  proposals
containing unacceptable themes or hazardous
content were filtered out and disqualified
during the Preliminaries. Additionally,

applicants who failed to maintain consistent
communication via email with the iCAN Team
(including the Management and Coordination
of the Registrar) were also removed from
the competition for maintaining a long-term
incomplete status on their submissions.
The Finals: Applicants who met the essential
requirements of the Preliminaries qualified to
proceed to the Finals, where they were asked to
submit a video presentation of their nominated
innovations.

These videos were subject to further
examination and review by the Jury during
the selection process for the Finals Award
Winners. The Finals Awards featured several
prestigious honors, including the Grand Prize,
Semi-Grand Prize, Best Invention Awards
(across various categories), Canadian Special
Awards (presented by the host organizations:
ICO, TISIAS, and Inventors Circle), and
International Special Awards sponsored by
official delegations participating in iCAN 2024.

Based on the number and type of patents the
score giving differs. O is considered for an
invention without patent, 1 for an invention
with one national patent, 2 for two national
patents, 3 for one PCT and one national
patent, and 4 for an invention with one
national, one international (EPO, USPTO),
and one PCT.

2. Is the invention green or eco-friendly?

The invention is evaluated considering its
impact on the environment. In case the
invention causes pollution, O will be granted
toit.lisconsidered aninventionthatdoes not
cause any pollution. Regarding the extent of
mitigating pollution, the jury should allocate
a number between 2 to 4.

3. At what stage of development is it? Is it a
Poster? Poster with a 3D image? Animated
film? Prototype made? Is an invention ready

for the market?

Exactly like the order which is given in the
question, the score of O is devoted to Poster,
1 to Poster with 3D image, 2 to the animated
film, 3 to Prototype, and 4 to an invention
ready for market.

4. Has the invention been granted scientific
certification?

Some of the inventions do not require
scientific certification; in this case, the
jury must review the possibility of putting
the claimed invention into practice. If the
invention needs a scientific certification,
then regarding the validity and the number
of certifications, a score between 0 and 4 is
dedicated to the invention.

5. Is there a public demand for the invention?
The popularity of invention should be
estimated by the jury. If the invention
is seasonal or it can be used in limited
geographical territories, the lower score will
be devoted to it.

6. Doestheinventioninvolve hightechnology?
The jury members are required to evaluate
the extent of technologies applied in the
invention. A higher score will be allotted to
an invention in which modern technologies
have been utilized.

7. Is the invention more useful than the
existing  products?

Depending on the extent of innovation
used in the invention in comparison to the
available products in the market, a score
within the range of O to 4 must be granted to
the invention.

8. Does the invention have an economic
impact or potential for economic impact?
The jury members should estimate how
